What is the Kingdom of God?

“The Lord has established his throne in heaven,
and his kingdom rules over all.” -Psalm 103:19

Jesus, the Messiah, inaugurated the Kingdom of God,
but in an upside-down way.

“Repent, for the kingdom of heaven has come near.” -Matthew 4:17

“... nor will people say, ‘Here itis,” or ‘There it is,” because
the kingdom of God is in your midst.”

“Jesus said, ‘My kingdom is not of this world. If it were, my
servants would fight to prevent my arrest by the Jewish leaders.
